The discipline is aimed at developing the professional readiness of educational psychologists to work
with dysfunctional families, assessing violations of family functioning, identifying problem areas of
child-parent interaction, and using psychological intervention strategies and technologies for
therapeutic purposes. The content of the course examines the factors that contribute to the
destabilization of the family, the features of the violation of parental roles, models of disturbed parent-
child relationships, and their impact on the level of well-being of the child. Psychological methods of
studying dysfunctional families are revealed, as well as issues of effective interaction of teachers with
dysfunctional families, psychological support services for the child, special services for the protection
of children.

The content of the
discipline presents the goals, objectives, principles and problems of special psychology, describes the
main patterns, parameters and criteria for disturbed mental development, its causes and factors that
caused its occurrence. Various classifications of dysontogenesis are also presented, and on their basis -
the psychological characteristics of the main categories of children with mental disorders. Particular
attention is paid to the characterization of children with a mild degree of mental retardation, mental
retardation, autism spectrum disorders and work to provide them with psychological and pedagogical
support, work with their parents. The discipline contributes to the development of professional skills of
future educational psychologists in working with children with various mental disorders and their
families, using knowledge of the specifics of the functioning of a disturbed psyche, the ability to make
the right choice of diagnostic tools and the direction of work in organizing psychological and
pedagogical assistance to children with mental disorders, to establish trust contact and dialogue, to
convince and support children and their parents.
