Accompaniment

"Studying the school repertoire” this subject
occupies a special place in the educational
process in a number of musical and
performing  disciplines. ~ Within  the
framework of an individual discipline, it is
necessary to master the entire complex of
performing tasks. Ensemble performance,
accompaniment of the vocal part, piano part
are subject to the laws of ensemble
performance. The accompaniment part is
rhythmic, harmonic, supporting, reveals the
content of the musical work. What
distinguishes the accompaniment from other
ensembles is that the piano part obeys the
solo part, is performed in certain sound
gradations, which creates conditions for the
disclosure of all the soloist"s performing
skills. A comprehensive study of the piano
part is based on interdisciplinary
connections of musical and theoretical
disciplines  (music  theory, solfeggio,
harmony, polyphony, analysis of musical
forms) and musical performance activities
(instrumental playing, singing, elements of
conducting, etc.).

The course "accompaniment” in the
specialty "music education” occupies a
special place in the circulation of musical
and performing disciplines. Here, the piano
part is not independent of the




accompaniment, it obeys the laws of
ensemble performance, in addition, it not
only provides harmony and rhythmic
support to the soloist, but also contributes to
the disclosure of the content of the
Performed Work. In this ensemble, the
general rhythmic performance of the play,
the preservation of its loudness is entrusted
to the pianist. What distinguishes
acomponement from other ensembles is that
it is the subordination of the piano part to
the solo part, being performed in certain
sound gradations that create the conditions
for the disclosure of all the soloist"s
performing skills.
