They conduct field excavations,
work with archaeological monuments and
materials, and analyse the methods of excavation
of monuments. By conducting this practice, pre-
service teachers develop their practical skills of
scientific work in the field. This practice deepens
pre-service teachers’ knowledge about the
organization of archival business and implements
practical familiarity with the principles of
organization and cataloguing of archival funds. It
also develops pre-service teachers’ practical skills
of work in the depositories, reception and
issuance of documents. Pre-service teachers also
improve their research skills in working with
archival cases, digital thinking by translating large
amounts of archive data into an array of historical
sources suitable for further research. By
conducting this practice, pre-service teachers
improve their knowledge about the museum
business, develop skills in working with the main
directions of scientific research work at the
museum, including work on the establishment of a
scientific fund, and the compilation of a scientific
exhibition. During the practice, pre-service




teachers carry out analysis and classification of
historical materials, sources and documents of the
museum, critically assess the reliability of sources
and their historical value, and develop their skills
in using modern media.
