Pre-service teachers develop
their professional skills related to setting goals,
selecting the content to test the knowledge of
students, selecting methods, forms and means of
evaluating the results of training, developing
tests, i.e. those based on information technology
and foreign methodical and teaching experience.
They are able to use this knowledge in
professional  activities to improve the
educational process. The course is aimed at the
development of pre-service teachers’ personal
self-improvement, and the development of




psychological and pedagogical, methodological
competencies.
